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Prof. Dr. Hatice PAMİR, is the director of Archaeological Research Centre of Hatay Mustafa Kemal University (from now on HMKU) and is the head of  the Archaeology Department at HMKU. She has affiliated as Professor at Department of Archaeology, Classical Archaeology of HMKU.  

Hatice Pamir is an archaeologist specialized on Hellenization and Romanization periods of the east, identity and culture, urbanization-settlement patterns of the eastern Mediterranean particularly south-eastern coast Anatolia  and northern Syria, and ancient greek and roman mosaics. 

She has got the PhD on “Seleucia Pieria: Urbanization process from  its foundation to  the medieval time” at Ankara University 2001. During her academic career, , she had participated several field projects as   Vaste Excavation (Italy), Hierapolis Excavation(Denizli-Turkey), Kyaneai Project (Lycia- Turkey), and  Amuq Valley Regional Projects (Hatay).  She has carried out several landscape surveys to define the settlement pattern on the Orontes Delta, and on the sites of Al Mina and Sabuniye in the Delta,  the Orontes Valley landscape survey,  Antioch and its rural landscape Kuseyr Plato Surveys,). She has also carried out excavations Sabuniye mound on the Orontes Delta, and two excavation projects as long term rescue excavations at Antioch. She has directed the excavations on ancient hippodrome and temple area of ancient Antioch since 2013 and Epiphaneia (Hatay) excavations since 2016.

She has awarded with ARIT Ilse George Hanfmann grant with the project of “re-evaluate the archaeological material from 1930s excavation is Antioch and Al Mina”. She has studied the material of Al Mina and Sabuniye Collection which is housed  at the British Museum, Institute of Archaeology of UCL, Ashmolean Museum of Oxford University on the Collection of Al Mina and Sabuniye Excavation, and on Antioch Expedition Archive and the collection in the Princeton University Art Museum .

She has got grants for her projects from various foundations such as ARIT (USA), TUBITAK, INSTAPP(USA), HMKU-BAP. She has awarded fellowships as visiting scholar at various institutions: at Princeton University Department of Art and Archaeology, Paris 8 University Saint Dennis (France), Institute of Classical Studies at University of London (UK), as visiting researcher at Eberhard-Karls Universitat Tubingen (Germany), DAI German Archaeological Institute in Berlin and Munich.

In addition to academic researches, she has contributes to national and international institutions for protection of the archaeological heritage. She gives lectures on Ancient Greek Architecture and Aegean civilizations for undergraduate courses, and Urbanization of Hellenistic Period, Ancient Greek and Roman Mosaics iconography and technology, Ancient Greek and  Roman Architecture for graduate courses.
She published ca. seventy papers on her  results of the research in national-international journals, proceedings, book chapters, posters. She gave ca. fifty lectures, conferences as invited speaker at national and international meetings. She organised scientific meetings on her research area.
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
